filtered drinking water. availability of the classrooms / buildings for disabled students,
functioning of the placement cell and adequate power supply in campus.The feedback forms
were collected from students and were analyzed giving grades like “A™ (Very good). "B” (Good).
“C" (Satisfactory), “D” (Unsatisfactory). This procedure was used to assess each teacher and the:
college. The grade points given by the students for respective grade were counted and based on
the same percentage was calculated.
